The following “theme” Sundays and other moveable commemorations observed in the Eastern rite are calculated each year according to the Paschalion (the date of Easter). The 
dates given below are therefore for 2009 only. All dates are calculated from the Western date of Easter as used by the Orthodox-Catholic Church of America. (The same 

calculation is used by the various Byzantine-based rites of the Catholic Church that are in union with Rome.)
